1. Situation. The Provost Mar s hal (PM) publishes a daily 
Blotter report per reference (a) . The Blotter provides a 
"snapshot" of criminal activity of the previous 24-hour period 
or we eke nd period t o serve not only as a medium for command 
notification of commit ted offenses, but also to provi de 
situational awareness for surrounding criminal activi ty which 
may i mpa c t command readiness . As a matter of practice, the 
daily Blotter will be provide d to Battalion or Squadron level 
commanders or higher and their adjudicative support per sonne l 
( e .g . , Executive Off icer (XO), Sergeant Major (SgtMa j), 
Adjutant/Legal Officer) or other service e quivalent . Du e to the 
sensitive n a ture and security requirements of the personal data 
featured therein, distribution exceptions b eyond the 
aforementioned personnel must be scrutinized and limited to 
t hose billet s whose daily duties require access. Exceptions may 
b e ma de to g ran t a c ces s to a ny b illet not l isted above only with 
the approval of the PM or his designee. This Order p rovides for 
the proce sse s and j us tificati ons to access the Pr ovost Marshal 
Off i c e (PMO) Mar ine Corps Base, Camp Lejeune (MCB CAMLEJ) and 
Marine Corps Air Station, New River (MCAS NR) daily Blo t ter.

To establish procedures for the dis tribution of the 
daily Blotter to t enant commands and author ize d r ecipients for 
identifying the ir comma nd per sonnel involved in crimi nal incidents 
and a ccidents, to enabl e victim/witness services, and increase 
situational awareness o f crimina l a ctivi ty occurr ing on a nd around 
MCB CAMLEJ and MCAS NR.

4. Execution 
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2 1 OCT 2015 

a. Conunander's Intent. This Order establishes the 
procedure for electronic distribution of the Bl otter to the 
various conunands/sections supported by the PMO . 

(1) The Blotter reflects and documents the day-to-day 
opera tions and Law Enforcement (LE) response to incidents, or 
events that occur and are reported to the PMO . 

(2) The restricted Blotter details information deemed 
sensitive in nature. Incidents on the restricted blotter are 
circumscribed to protect the victim(s) and suspect(s) from 
unwar rante d embarrassment and harassment. Additional 
restrictions pertaining t o certain criminal acts are designed to 
comply with statutory requirements relating to the p rivacy and 
disclosure of information obtained during the course of LE 
activi ties. 

(3) Access to the Blotters will be limi ted t o the 
current executive leaders at Battalion/Squadrons or higher to 
inclu de Conuna nding Officers, XOs, SgtsMaj, Adjutants/Legal 
Officers, and Staff Judge Advocates or other s e rvi c e equivalent. 
LE authorities are granted unlimited access as required in the 
performance o f their official duties. Additional access may be 
granted to persons outside of the tenant conunands and LE 
authorities on a limited basis . This additional access 
authorization will be at the discretion of the PMO and will 
requi re justification for acces s. 

b. Concept of Operations. The Blotters will be distributed 
via the Marin e Corps Installations East (MCIEAST) PMO Group 
mailbox . Personne l accessing the Blotters will ensure limited 
distribution "For Official Use Only". If an individual no 
longer requires access to the Blotters in the performance of 
their official duties, it will be the responsibility of the 
individual to notify the PMO to rescind such access . 
Di stribution beyond the individuals named above will be the 
respective conunand's r e sponsibility . 

c. Tasks 

(1) PMO . Compile and d istribute the Blotter to 
executive leaders at all Battalion/Squadron conunands Monday 
through Thursday (or the day immediately after special liberty 
weekends) . 
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(2) Tenant Commands . At the Commander's discretion , 
distribute the daily Blotter within the respective conunand, 
consistent with required official duties and mission functions. 
Not e that the Blotter serves as a reporting tool, and further 
information may be required for any administrative or judicial 
proceedings. 

5. Administration and Logistics . Once the electronic Blotter 
is ready for distribution, it will be made available as close to 
1200 daily with the exception of weekends and holidays . Tenant 
conunands may distribute the Blotter within their r e spective 
command consistent with required official duties and mission 
functions as mentioned above, keeping in mind the information 
contained in the Blotters may be LE sensitive and contain 
personally ident ifiable information. Additionally, the Blotter 
will be made available to tenant comma nds via respective command 
structure to those persons who, because of their billet, require 
the information in the performance of their official duties. 
Requests f o r Blotter access or exceptions to this Order will be 
made in writing to the Commanding General, MCIEAST- MCB CAMLEJ 
(Attn : Provost Marshal). 

6 . Comman d and Signal 

a . Conunand 

(1) This Order is applicable to all conunands /en t ities 
whose duties require access to the PMO Blotters aboard MCB 
CAMLEJ and MCAS NR. 

(2) Failure to follow the procedures set forth herein 
may subject violator(s) to disciplinary or administrative action 
and suspension o f this privilege.
