(b) Unlawful debt collection practices are widely 
associated with predatory lending, often using military 
authorities as leverage to pursue collection. Accordingly, 
commanders and appropriate members of their staffs will become 
familiar with the Marine Corps pol concerning indebtedness 
per chapter 16 of reference (c), with the general nature of 
reference (g) and with any particularly relevant state debt 
collection legislation. 

1, Per reference (c), it is the policy of the 
Marine Corps not to assist in any debt collection effort where 
the debt collector has not first made a bona fide effort to 
collect the debt directly from the service member concerned, or 
where the debt collector's claim is patent false or 
misleading, or where the debt collector's actions violate 
Federal law or the law of the state in which the installation is
